Tapestry
Reception parents will have access to an online tool called
Tapestry where parents will be able to see your child's learning
an their online journal. Staff will upload observations, pictures
and videos of children during their learning in class. You will get
notifications when an observation is done. You will receive an
email to set up your account then we will let you know what to
do once the account is set up.

PSHE
We place a high importance on the children’s wellbeing and
as part of this we have decided to have weekly PSHE
lessons. Teachers will be delivering these sessions using the
Jigsaw’ scheme of work. [t is based on a mindfulness
approach which encourages pupils to:
be aware of your thoughts and feelings as they
arise.
be able to focus your mind on what you choose
to focus it on both outside of you and within you.

This term’s theme or ‘puzzle’ is entitled *‘Being Me in My
World’ In this unit, the children will be exploring who they
are and their place within the school and wider community.

Reception Baseline Assessments (RBA)

Your child will be participating in the reception baseline assessment
{RBA) within the first 6/7 weeks of starting reception. The RBA is a
short, interactive and practical assessment of your child's early literacy,
communication, language and mathematics skills when they begin
schoal, using materials that most children of your child's age will be
familiar with.
